As the daughter of Slovenian immigrants, Mary
Carmody always had a deep appreciation for her
culture and a passion for helping others. After being
processed at Ellis Island, Mary’s parents eventually
settled in a small community located an hour north
of Chicago. “My mother, who escaped her war-torn
country leaving all of her loved ones behind, joined
KSKJ Life when | was child,” Mary explained.

Although it was a tough time for immigrants and their
families, one of Mary’s favorite memories growing up
was the KSKJ Life annual Christmas party.

“I'll never forget the charitable generosity of KSKJ
during the Christmas holidays...children were
encouraged to participate so KSKJ would be sure
every child received a toy. And, we could choose
from a table full of them.”

True to form, children had to earn their toys by
completing a chore or task. As a gifted singer, Mary’s
job was to sing ‘Sveta no¢ (Silent Night), a carol
enjoyed by all who attended. “If it were not for KSKJ,
most Slovenian children, including my brother and
me, would not have received any presents,” she
went on to say. “The nuns would ask us after the
holidays what gifts we received. It was embarrassing
to say nothing, but if we lied we were punished. KSKJ
gave dignity to us immigrants in a way that was very
meaningful.”

Mary grew up to graduate with a Bachelor’'s Degree
in Criminal Justice/Law Enforcement Administration/
Healthcare Management from Concordia University
in Wisconsin. Following a successful career as a
photojournalist, Mary had her sights set on on moving
to Colorado and opening a traditional Slovenian
potica shop.

In her spare time, Mary also served on the Lake
County Council for Seniors, when late one night in
2013 she witnessed an elderly veteran walk several
miles in the pouring rain to receive food from the
organization.

“It was heartbreaking, seeing this poor man who had
done so much for his country still having to work so
hard to get by,” expressed Mary.

That's when the Midwest Veterans Closet was born,
a not-for-profit rapid response charity Mary founded
that works to impact veterans lives by providing
clothing, household items, shoes and boots, linens,
and food from their Food and Nutrition Resource
Center. Located in North Chicago, the nonprofit also
provides housing and employment assistance as
available. On certain days, veterans will line up for
hours in anticipation of a mobile food pantry that rolls
into Midwest Veterans Closet with free groceries for
those who have served.

“It's sad that our military has to wait for food,” said
Mary. “We need to take care of them, the way that
they take care and protect us through their years of
service.”

As a kid, Mary valued the practice that KSKJ Life
allowed children to pick out their own Christmas toys,
and carries on that sentiment by making sure that all
those served by Midwest Veterans Closet are given
the opportunity to pick out their own food.

“These vets, they would never ask for anything,” said
Mary. “Just like so many immigrants | knew growing
up, all they know how to do was work hard.”

Presently, Mary likes to give back to KSKJ Life by
actively volunteering at various events, such as the
2017 National Golf Outing and Lodge #79’s recent
No-Tap Bowling Tournament / Fundraiser. “I've seen
firsthand that KSKJ Life has been doing good things
for along time, and | love passing along the mission,”
Mary said. “It all comes full circle.”

As for the potica shop, Mary was able to live that
dream vicariously through her son, who resides in
Evergreen, Colorado where he continues to uphold
his Slovenian culture through his own potica bakery,
called Rocky Mountain Potica.

A LOOK BACK.....THE 19TH KSK] LIFE
NATIONAL CONVENTION

The year was 1938...Franklin D. Roosevelt was president.
Superman first appeared in DC Comics’ Action Series
issue #1. The average cost of a new house was $3,900
and Orson Welles’s radio adaption of The War of the
Worlds was broadcast, causing mass panic in the eastern
United States. It was also the year of the 19th KSKJ Life
National Convention which was held in Eveleth, MN.

John Germ of Pueblo, CO was elected president and
several important deliberations were brought to the
delegates’ attention: Increase of insurance limits was
made available to members and extended to $5,000 for
certain ages. Term insurance for juveniles was extended

to age 18. KSKJ would pay mortuary assessments,
operation benefits, permanent disability and administrative
expenses for all members over 70 having Ordinary Life
certificates.

By this time, the cornerstone of the new Home Office had
been laid (July 3, 1938), and the membership of KSKJ
totaled 35,419 (24,863 adults and 10,556 juveniles). In
July of the next year, the move from the 1909 building to
the North Chicago Street location was completed and the
new Home Office building was dedicated.

CEVAPCICI
Ingredients:
2 Ibs. Ground Beef
2 Ibs. Ground Pork
2 Eggs
2 tsp. Pepper
4 tsp. Salt
1 tsp. Cayenne (max)
2 Tbsp. Paprika
8 0z. Onion - finely chopped
2 tsp. Garlic Powder

Instructions:

Mix all ingredients and, if possible, let sit overnight in the refrigerator. Using a 4-Tbsp. sized
ice cream scoop to measure, make oblong patties about 3" long and 1" in width (see photo).
Grill. Makes about 30 &evapdici. Serve with Kaiser/hard Rolls or Vienna bread and raw onions,
Slovenian potato salad or Slovenian fried potatoes.

Host Family: Fenske Family, (Shannon, Julie, Paige,

What were some of your expectations before
coming to the United States? | imagined American
stereotypes (either at school or at home), big
spaces...everything bigger and a more laid-back life.

How does Avignon compare to Sheboygan?
Sheboygan is not a big town, just like Avignon, so
it looks alike in that way. Maybe Avignon can offer
more activities such as shopping and cultural places.

SAN FRANCISCO, CA

IN MEMORY

Franci Pecavar was born to Josef and Marija Pecavar
on November 7, 1935, in the small Slovenian village
of Stanska Vas. He was one of nine brothers: older
brothers Joze, Albin, Tone, Mirko, lvan, Stane and
younger twins, Peter and Pavle. After only obtaining
a 4th grade education, Franci worked primarily on the
family farm, caring for the animals and working the
fields. At the age of 21, he escaped his communist,
ravaged homeland in search of a better life. After
several attempts at leaving, he eventually was able
to travel under the cover of night, making his way
through lItaly in order to reach Paris. He was faced
with cold winter weather upon arrival. After spending
the first few nights sleeping on the streets, he and a
friend realized they could escape the extreme cold
by sleeping in the back of big empty garbage trucks.
Thankfully, he received help from the American Red
Cross during this time. After finding work through
their assistance, things began looking up. In March
of 1958, his friend Ivan came to him in search of
help. lvan's sister had a young friend that recently
arrived from Slovenia and needed to be registered
at the American Red Cross. That young lady's name
was Katica Nemanic, and once Franci met her, they
instantly fell in love. After a short courtship, Franci
and Katica were married on November 9, 1958.
They would spent the next three years working
together in the Citroen car factory.

On March 23, 1961, Franci left Paris and arrived
in San Francisco. Armed with a 7-month pregnant
wife, his sister-in law, $51 dollars in his pocket, and
determination and a dream, he began his new life
in America. Frank Jr. was born in July of that same
year. His daughter Mary arrived in August of 1964,
and son Joe came later in May of 1974. Many years
later, he was blessed to be grandfather to Jessica,
Izzy and JT. Franci Pecavar would eventually be the
epitome of the American dream.

Franci worked many odd jobs when first beginning
his life in San Francisco. His first big job was working
at steel factory in the industrial part of city, however,
the job was inconsistent with constant layoffs. At this
point, he thought about becoming a carpenter. He
talked to a good friend, Joe Bajuk, who was already

working in the trade and got him one of his first jobs
in the field. A few years later, he realized he wanted
to go out on his own, and became a general building
contractor who built many homes in San Francisco
and the greater Bay Area. He was a 30-year member
of the Carpenters Union, Local 217.

In addition to being a hard-working husband
and always providing for his family, Franci was a
dedicated friend and a cornerstone member of the
Slovenian community. He was a 50+ year member
of KSKJ, frequently serving as an officer in any
capacity that was needed. He did not stop with
KSKJ; Franci participated in every other lodge at
the Slovenian Hall, including serving on the Hall's
Board of Directors. So many of his Saturdays
were spent at the hall, setting up, cleaning up,
tending bar, barbecuing steaks, pigs, and lambs,
dancing, making blood sausage, competing in wine
competitions (and winning!) at the Grape Festivals,
and spending quality time with his friends.

While he was dedicated to having fun, he was also
a devoted and faithful man. Sunday mornings were
reserved for mass at Church of the Nativity, where
he and his family would receive all their sacraments.

On Sundays after church during football season, he
loved to watch the 49ers. During baseball season,
he watched the Giants on TV every night. One of his
favorite hobbies was playing bocce ball and going
on tournaments to Reno with his friends. During
his remaining free time, you could find Franci in
his beloved Sonoma. When in Sonoma, he loved
to make wine and whiskey. Franci and Katica have
entertained at their summer veselica’s for decades.
Everyone was invited and welcome: traveling
relatives and friends from Slovenia (and all other
parts of the world), priests, bishops, dignitaries, old
friends, and new friends. Franci really didn't care
much about materialistic things—what he cared
about was bringing people together through sharing
food, drinks, and laughter. He truly lived for those
moments and making sure others had a good time.

Franci’s infectious smile, generous friendship, loving
heart, and twinkling eyes will be missed by all those
who knew him well, and even though those who
met him only once experienced his warm inviting
presence. We celebrate the true measure of the
man he was, and pray that his life, so successfully
and well-lived, serves as an example for all of us as
we go forward without him. To us, he was our hero.
