CELEBRATING LODGE ANNIVERSARIES

Congratulations to St. Stephen Lodge #1 of Chicago, IL, who is celebrating a milestone anniversary of

125 years this June!

St. Stephen Lodge No. 1 is the pride of Chicago’s Catholic Slovenians, for
it is known as the cornerstone of KSKJ Life. This lodge provided the base
upon which the Union was founded and organized, hence its numeral 1.

St. Stephen’s is the first and oldest Slovenian lodge in Chicago, and
perhaps the oldest in the USA. It began functioning as St. Martin’s, No.
50 with its home being the Czech Catholic Union. At its founding on
December 2, 1888, it had 19 members. Its original founders were: Anton
Nemanich, Joseph Stukel, Joseph Zajc, Math Brunski and Anton Gregorich.
When the KSKJ was founded in 1894, St. Martin’s Lodge joined the new
Union as the oldest Slovene benefit society in the USA. The name was
changed to St. Stephen. At its entrance on June 10, 1894, into the annals of
KSKJ Life, the lodge numbered 16 members and lodge assets totaled $8.50.

First officers of St. Stephen’s Lodge were: Joseph Bohte, President;
Joseph Zajc, Financial Secretary; John Brunskole, Treasurer; and
Ernest Lerch, Representative. These first officers performed their
lodge duties gratis, the sole exception being the financial secretary.

Present day activities include various sporting events, Matching
Funds fundraisers, Join Hands projects, and other community events.
SAVE THE DATE for Lodge #1's 125th Anniversary as a KSKJ lodge
celebration on Sunday, October 20th at the Slovenian Catholic Center.

Citrus Shrimp and Avocado Salad

This simple but totally flavorful salad makes the perfect
meal-prep meal for lunch or dinner thanks to pan-seared
citrus-flavored shrimp, creamy avocado, and the crunch
of sliced almonds.

Servings 4 salads

Ingredients

1 pound mediumPan-Seared Citrus Shrimp 31/40

8 cups greens such as arugula spinach, or spring mix
Fruity or lemon-flavored extra virgin olive oil

Juice of 1/2 lemon or 1/2 orange

1 avocado sliced or diced

1 shallot minced

4 ounces toasted sliced almonds

Kosher salt and freshly ground black pepper

Instructions
Prepare the recipe for the Pan-Seared Citrus Shrimp, or
gently warm the leftover shrimp. Or, if you prefer, serve
the shrimp chilled.
Toss the shrimp with the salad greens in a large bowl.
Lightly drizzle with olive oil, and if desired, some of
the sauce remaining from the shrimp with a generous
squeeze of citrus, and toss lightly to coat. Add the
avocado, shallots and sliced almonds and then season
with kosher salt and freshly ground black pepper and
serve.
