The 
Education Partnership is more equipped to support the ever-changing needs of the 139 local schools they serve through 
their Teacher Resource Center, Adopt-a-School program and STEAM Lending Library.  The Teacher Resource Center is 
basically a hands-on “store” where teachers can come in and shop for school supplies for their students for free.  

Overall, we collected close to $500.00 worth of school supplies (ranging from binders, notebooks, looseleaf, glue sticks, 
markers, crayons, glue bottles, erasers, first aid kits, rulers, pencils, pens, etc.) We gave an additional donation of $420 
(including the $50 charitable gift).  The $420 will help 17 students with school supplies.

Lastly, the officers and members of Lodge 50 would like to extend another huge Thank You to April Sleyko from the 
Home Office for taking time away on a weekend where she could have spent it with her family to come hangout with us in 
Pittsburgh for a Lodge Picnic.

WHY DO WE CELEBRATE LABOR DAY?

Labor Day pays tribute to the contributions of American 
workers and is usually observed on the first Monday in 
September. It was created by the labor movement in the 
late 19th century and became a federal holiday in 1894 
(the same year KSKJ Life was founded).

According to The History Channel, in the late 1800s, 
at the height of the Industrial Revolution in the United 
States, the average American worked 12-hour days 
and seven-day weeks in order to make a basic living. 
Despite restrictions in some states, children as young 
as 5 or 6 toiled in mills, factories and mines across the 
country, earning a fraction of their adult counterparts’ 
wages. People of all ages, particularly the very poor 
and recent immigrants, often faced extremely unsafe 
working conditions, with insufficient access to fresh air, 
sanitary facilities and breaks.

As manufacturing increasingly supplanted agriculture, 
labor unions, grew more prominent and vocal. They 
began organizing strikes and rallies to protest poor 
conditions. On September 5, 1882, 10,000 workers took 
unpaid time off to march from City Hall to Union Square 
in New York City, holding the first Labor Day parade in 
U.S. history.

In the wake of this unrest and in an attempt to repair ties 
with American workers, Congress passed an act making 
Labor Day a legal holiday in the District of Columbia 
and the territories. On June 28, 1894, President Grover 
Cleveland signed it into law. Labor Day now constitutes 
a yearly national tribute to the contributions workers 
have made to the strength, prosperity, and well-being of 
our country.

REPORT TO THE BROADER COMMUNITY
St. Vitus Food Bank served 1,334 people in 2018. Of this 
number, 605 were children. There were 21,164 pounds of 
food distributed, providing an equivalent of 17,637 meals 
with a wholesale value equal to $33,519. Parishioners 
and friends of St. Vitus Parish donated $6,212.89 to the 
parish food bank for 2018, the last complete full year for 
these statistics. 

The parish hot meal program, initiated in 2010 in 
conjunction with St. Paschal Baylon Helping hands 
Ministry, provided on average 50-to-55 hot meals once a 
month. After reviewing the amount of meals being served 
the past eight years, with a slow but steady decline, it 
was mutually decided that SPBHHM could better serve 
an area or institution where there is a greater need for a 
hot meal. 

A new clothing distribution, located at 6108 St. Clair 
Avenue, and under the direction of Joseph House of 
Cleveland, Inc., was completely remodeled so that this 
corporal work of mercy was able to be expanded. This 
former apparel, furniture, and TV service retail store front, 
now serves not only any immigrant coming to northeast 
Ohio but also local residents living in and around the St. 
Clair Avenue neighborhood. The clothing distribution 
work is handled on Wednesday and Friday each week but 
with an appointment. The remodeling cost was $50,000, 
not including $15,000 in donated labor or materials. The 
majority of funds for the remodeling work were raised 
through the efforts of St. Vitus and Divine Word Parishes 
Parish as well as providing a number of volunteers. In 
addition, students from St. Edward High School provided 
30-to-40 students and adult moderators for this task. 
KSKJ Home Office and local lodges Christ The King 
#226 and St. Vitus #25 also had Matching Funds events 
to support this work. St. Vitus parishioners involved in

Frozen Berry & Yogurt Swirls

These simple but fun and healthy frozen yogurt pops are 
a great treat to make with kids - or for yourself - this 
summer to beat the heat!

Total Time - Prep: 15 min + freezing
Makes 10 pops

Ingredients
10 plastic or paper cups (3 ounces each)
2-3/4 cups fat-free honey Greek yogurt
1 cup mixed fresh berries
1/4 cup water
2 tablespoons sugar
10 wooden pop sticks

Instructions
Fill each cup with about 1/4 cup yogurt. Place berries, 
water and sugar in a food processor; pulse until berries 
are finely chopped. Spoon 1-1/2 tablespoons berry 
mixture into each cup. Stir gently with a pop stick to swirl.
Top cups with foil; insert pop sticks through foil. Freeze 
until firm.
For Frozen Clementine & Yogurt Swirls: Substitute 1 cup 
seeded clementine segments (about 5 medium) and 1/4 
cup orange juice for berries, water and sugar; proceed 
as directed.
